Route names in Red provide direct service to PPP

-@- E-1 Veterans — From New Orleans Airport to the
Orleans/Jefferson parish line and back. Connects with
E-8 Clearview at Clearview and Veterans.

=@=E-2 Airport — From the Airport to the PPP, to the Orleans/
Jefferson parish line and back.

-@- E-3 Kenner Local — From St. Charles/Jefferson parish
line to the Orleans/Jefferson parish line and back.
Connects with E-8 Clearview at Elmwood Park Blvd. and
Jefferson Hwy.

-@- E-4 Metairie Road — From Jefferson/Orleans parish
line to Severn. Connects with E-2 Airline at Severn and
Metairie Rd.

E5 - E-5 Causeway Blvd. — From East Jefferson Hospital along
West Esplanade to Causeway Blvd. then south to Jefferson
Hwy. where it connects to E-3 Kenner Local. From the
E-3 Kenner Local route riders can connect with the E-8
Clearview at EImwood Park Blvd. and Jefferson Hwy.

EASTBANK

The following Eastbank routes will bring riders to the Parish Pick-up
Point (PPP) at Delgado Community College — Jefferson Site. Please
note the transfer points on each route.

E-1 Veterans — Two buses will run on Veterans between Williams

and 25th and the Jefferson/Orleans Parish line. Riders will transfer
to the E-8 Clearview route at Veterans and Clearview to travel on to
the PPP.

E-2 Airport — Two buses will run on Airline Drive between the
Airport and the Jefferson/Orleans Parish line.

E-3 Kenner Local — Two buses will run on Jefferson Highway
between the Jefferson/St. Charles Parish line to the Jefferson/
Orleans Parish line. Riders will transfer to the E-8 Clearview route at
Elmwood Park Blvd. to travel on to the PPP.

E-4 Metairie Road — One bus will run along Metairie Road
between the Jefferson/Orleans Parish line and Severn. From this
route riders can get to the Parish Pick-up Point by transferring to
the E-2 Airport route.

E-5 Causeway Blvd — One bus will run between East Jefferson
General Hospital and Jefferson Highway. Riders will transfer to the
E-2 Airport route to get to the PPP.

-@- E-8 Clearview — From the Yenni Building to Clearview,
left on Clearview, left on Airline Drive, to PPP, back to
Clearview, left of Clearview, left on W. Napoleon, right on
Transcontinental, right on Veterans, left on Clearview, right
on to W. Esplanade to East Jefferson Hospital, then to
Clearview, to Airline Dr., to the PPP, back to Clearview, right
on Clearview to Jefferson Highway, right on Jefferson Hwy.
to Elmwood Park Blvd., to the Yenni Building.

RTA 201 Kenner Loop — From Joe Yenni at West Loyola
to Minor and 3rd Street following the regular RTA Kenner
Loop Route. RTA riders will transfer to the E-2 Airport to
reach the PPP. (www.norta.com)

-@- W-1 Avondale — From Walkertown Terminal to 4th Street
via Ames Blvd., then to Short Street, left on Emile Ave. and
Drake Ave. to Westbank Expwy and continues to the Alario
Center.

E-8 Clearview — Two buses will run on the Clearview route between
the Yenni Building and the East Jefferson General Hospital as
follows: from the Yenni Building to Clearview, left on Clearview, to
Airline Dr. to the PPP, back to Clearview, left on Clearview, left on

W. Napoleon, right on Transcontinental, right on Veterans, left on
Clearview, right on W. Esplanade to East Jefferson General Hospital.
Then leaving East Jefferson General Hospital, the buses will turn

left on W. Esplanade, left on Clearview, right on Airline to PPP, back
to Clearview, right on Clearview, right on Citrus to Yenni Bldg. The
buses will return to Clearview, right on Clearview to Jefferson Hwy,
right on Jefferson Hwy, right on ElImwood Park Blvd., and back to the
Yenni Building.

RTA 201 Kenner Loop — From Joe Yenni at West Loyola to

Minor and 3rd Street following the regular RTA Kenner Loop route
(www.norta. com). RTA riders will transfer to the E-2 Airport route
to reach the Eastbank PPP.

-@- W-2 Westbhank Expwy — From the Wilty Terminal to
Walkertown Terminal then to the Alario Center.

-@- W-3 Lapalco — From the Westbank Expwy. along
Manhattan to the Alario Center.

== W-4 Marrero — Begins and ends at the Walkertown
Terminal where it connects with the W-2 Westbank Expwy.

-@- W-6 Gretna Local — Begins and ends at the Wilty
Terminal where it connects to W-2 Westbank Expwy.

-@- W-8 Terrytown — Begins and ends at the Wilty Terminal
where it connects to W-2 Westbank Expwy.

WESTBANK

The following Westbank routes will bring riders to the Parish Pick-up

W-1 Avondale — From Walkertown Terminal, one bus will travel to
4th Street via Ames Blvd., then to Short Street, left on Emile Ave. and
Drake Ave. to the Westbank Expwy. and continues to the Alario Center.

W-2 Westhank Expressway — From the Wilty Terminal, two buses
will travel to Walkertown Terminal then to the Alario Center.

W-3 Lapalco — From the Westbank Expwy., two buses will travel
along Manhattan to Lapalco Blvd. to the Alario Center.

W-4 Marrero — One bus will begin and end at the Walkertown
Terminal following the regular route where it connects with the W-2
Westbank Expwy. Passengers will transfer to the W-2 Westbank Expwy.

W-6 Gretna — One bus will begin and end at the Wilty Terminal
following the regular route where it connects to W-2 Westbank
Expwy. Passengers will transfer to the W-2 Westbank Expwy.

W-8 Terrytown — One bus will begin and end at the Wilty Terminal
following the regular route where it connects to W-2 Westbank
Expwy. Passengers will transfer to the W-2 Westbank Expwy.

W-10 Huey P. Long — One bus will travel between the Alario Center
and Avondale making a detour up 9 Mile Point Road to Bridge City Ave.
and then back down Highway 90 to resume the Avondale route.
